Staff gave an overview of the legislation and informed the Committee of referral comments that 

were received.  CB-26-2003 amends Subtitle 13. Housing and Property Standards. Division 3. 

Landlord-Tenant Regulations of the County Code. This legislation would prohibit the placement 

of tenant property removed under a warrant of restitution in the public right-of-way for single 
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family rental facilities.  CB-9-2001 was adopted on July 10, 2001, which exempted single family 

dwellings and County owned property. 

 

The sponsor indicated that previous legislation exempted single family homes because that was 

where the focus was at the time.  CB-9-2001 has been in effect for over a year, therefore, 

allowing time to evaluate the effectiveness of the legislation. 

 

Concerns were raised regarding the tenants’ rights to retrieve their property.  There is language in 

the law that allows the property owner a reasonable period of time, not to exceed four hours to 

salvage and transport their property. 

 

The Legislative Officer finds CB-26-2003 to be in proper legislative form.   

 

 

BACKGROUND INFORMATION/FISCAL IMPACT

Previously, when the Council enacted CB-9-2001 to prohibit the placement of tenants’ property 

removed at the time of eviction on the right-of-way, single-family rental units were exempted.  

The proposed legislation deletes that exception. 
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
