Current state law provides for a shared responsibility between the 

County and the Board of Education for establishing an operating budget. 

 The County Council is required to appropriate funds for the Board's 

budget.  In this system, educational priorities must compete for 

resources with public safety and other government services. The proposed 

resolution supports the concept of fiscal autonomy for the Board of 

Education and requests that the County's General Assembly delegation 

sponsor appropriate enabling legislation.
