Legislative Summary: 
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CB-57-2020 would establish the Homestead Property Tax Credit for the County property tax for the taxable 

year beginning July 1, 2021 (FY 2022), as required by State law.   

 

 

Current Law/Background: 

 

Section 9-105(e)(3) of the Tax-Property Article of the Annotated Code of Maryland requires the enactment 

of the County’s homestead property tax credit percentage for the taxable year beginning the following July 

1, on or before March 15th of the year.

Discussion/Policy Analysis: 

 

The proposed Bill sets the Homestead Property Tax Credit at 101% for County property taxes for the taxable 

year beginning July 1, 2021 (FY 2022).  The tax credit decreases from the FY 2021 rate of 102%, correlating 

to an increase in the amount of tax credit offered when compared to the previous fiscal year.     

 

The rate is based upon the percentage year-over-year change (increase/decrease) in the Consumer Price 

Index (CPI) between June 2019 and June 2020.   

 

Office of Management and Budget staff may be able to provide a summary of the estimated revenue losses 

and potential savings for FY 2022 related to a range of Homestead Property Tax Credit percentage rates., 

including the estimated FY 2022 revenue loss related to the Homestead Tax Credit.

Enactment of CB-057-2020 will have a negative fiscal impact on the County related to the decrease in 

the County’s Homestead Property Tax Credit from 102% to 101%.
